The sprint was won by Ralph in a very quick 12.09 secs followed by O’Dell in 2" place, Dunlop 7%,
Francis 8", Bennett 9" & Butler 11™. Ralph picked up her 2™ victory of the day in the vortex throw,
followed by Dunlop 4™, Butler an impressive 6™ 0’Dell 10", Francis 12" ® Bennett 17th. In the only
individual event Southampton’s U11’s didn’t win, Bennett ran a fine race to be 3in the 600m,
followed by Dunlop, Francis & Ralph who all ran together to finish 5™ 0’Dell was 10™ and Butler 12",

This all meant O’Dell was 7 overall, Francis was 8", Bennett 11" & Butler 12"" on her league debut
for the club.
